Carbon Dioxide

     Carbon dioxide (CO2) is a good indicator of the rate of air exchange between the indoor and outdoor environments. According to ASHRAE Standard 62-1989, an indoor concentration greater than 1000 ppm suggests that the air exchange is inadequate and incapable of maintaining good air quality. The ambient outdoor concentration of CO2 is about 350 ppm.

     While not a toxic gas, high concentrations of CO2 can cause drowsiness and a 'stuffy air' feeling. High concentrations are common in older schools due to inadequate ventilation systems and perhaps overcrowding.
