Sulfur Dioxide

 A combustion by-product of wood-burning stoves and hydrocarbon fuels, sulfur dioxide (SO2) is a toxic gas. The NAAQS requires SO2 concentration to be below 140 parts per billion (ppb) in any given 24 hour period.     

Elevated levels of SO2 contribute to a variety of respiratory ailments.  Chronic, long-term low-level exposure to SO2 is a contributing factor leading to bronchitis, lung cancer and labored breathing. Frequency and severity of respiratory disease also increases. The ability of the lungs to filter out particles, bacteria and harmful microorganisms is reduced. Lung damage can be irreversible.
